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Impromptu Speaking Contest
1. The participant must be a bona fide member of NFJPIA and a delegate of the 28th Annual National Convention.
2. This is an inter-regional competition. There can only be one (1) participant in this category per region.
3. He/she must have duly registered upon submission of the filled-up application form, which will be provided by the Office of the Vice President for Non-Academics. All application forms must be submitted on or before April 10, 2011 (Wednesday) and must have been sent via email to nfjpia.vpnonacads1011@gmail.com on or before the said date.
4. The participant must be at the venue fifteen (15) minutes before the start of the contest proper.  

5. A draw-lot will be conducted before the start of the contest to determine the order of the speakers. After which, late participants can no longer join the contest regardless of their reasons.

6. All participants who have not yet delivered their speeches must stay at a designated room guarded by the organizers. No unauthorized person will be allowed to enter such room.

7. A uniform topic will be given to all of the speakers. It will be given right before they deliver their respective speeches, as this is an impromptu speaking contest.  

8. Speech proper should not be more than five (5) minutes in time.

9. The language to be used is English. 

10. While the speaker is delivering his/her speech, the audience must refrain from making any unnecessary noise to destruct him/her. Shouting of explicit words can cause disqualification to the candidate of such person/crowd. 

11. After the speaker has delivered his/her speech, he/she will again be requested to stay at another designated room together with the participants who are 
also done with their respective speeches. They will not be allowed to watch the speakers after them nor mingle with those who are not yet done.

12. During the eliminations, the top three (3) speakers will be selected based on the following criteria:
